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This graph of ice core data shows Greenlands temperature levels since the last ice age in context with the present century's relatively cool temperatures. This is explained in more detail by Prof. Don J. Easterbrook of Western Washington University http://www.globalresearch.ca/index.php?context=va&aid=10783 - [please scroll down a bit to read the article proper] who maintains that the warming cyclic phase occurring since the 1970's was natural and part of a demonstrable 30 year cycle. The warming cycle ended in 1998 and we are now over a decade into a 30 year cooling cycle.  
This thesis is not something I have seen anyone in the pro AGW camp (Anthropogenic Global Warming - the AL Gore fraternity) either explain or even deny so far - though I believe they have tried to ignore and cover up as the next paragraph relates below.
You will no doubt have read in the November 2009 newspapers the story of the "Climategate" scandal - which is still being investigated - where Prof Phil Jones of the University of East Anglia was found doctoring scientific evidence in order to fit AGW predictive models in his email correspondence. That correspondence included Michael Mann, influential within the IPCC, and a key purveyor of the 'hockey stick' theory of climate change that conveniently ignores the Roman and Medieval warm periods. So there appears to be form here. Al Gore may soon have to face up to the inconvenient truth that there never has been scientific consensus on the weather - though it is undoubtedly for other political reasons that the talks themselves broke down.  
Looking ahead, May 16-18 2010 will bring the 4th International Conference on Climate Change (ICCC), in Chicago who will no doubt find the above encouraging. These conferences held by scientists for scientists and the organisers behind this climate realists movement are the Heartland Institute:  http://www.globalwarmingheartland.org/  who appear, through continuous conference and publication, to have aroused a strong global voice for the true scientific position. In June 2009, they published a report, entitled 'Climate Change Reconsidered' and quoting from their website: "The 2009 Report of the Nongovernmental International Panel on Climate Change (NIPCC), ... some 880 pages in length, is the most comprehensive critique of the IPCC’s positions ever published." An appendix lists the names of 31,478 American scientists who have signed a petition saying “there is no convincing scientific evidence that human release of carbon dioxide, methane, or other greenhouse gases is causing or will, in the foreseeable future, cause catastrophic heating of the Earth’s atmosphere and disruption of the Earth’s climate.”

Public as well as scientific skepticism to AGW alarmism is on the rise. The sooner the message gets through to politicians that we know flawed science is being adopted as political policy, the sooner funding for it will dry up. Not that there is any room for complacency in the meantime.
